Goals:

- Provide students with the knowledge and tools necessary to apply pre-algebra concepts to real-life situations.

- Provide students with the opportunities to analyze and explain mathematical processes through problem solving and reasoning.

- Allow students the opportunity to realize success and to build confidence in mathematical concepts and communication.

Requirements/Policies:

- Attendance:  Your timely attendance is imperative to your success and mandatory. Frequent absences and tardiness will not be tolerated and will be dealt with according to school and district policy.
