Math Year-end Project Instructions

Directions: Choose 2 projects and complete them in detail. (ONE of your projects can be a group  project, but the requirements of the project need to be doubled.) Each project is worth 50 points (a test grade). You will be graded on creativity, effort, use of materials, and meeting the required criteria. Remember that the use of color, graphics, or that “little extra” will enhance your overall grade. 

In addition to each project you must complete and include the following:

 1. A weekly work log signed by an adult supervisor (form is attached & available online).

 2. A supplemental sheet answering each of the following questions regarding each of your projects.

 a) What is your project about? (Describe the topic/concept, or the item you have chosen.)

 b) How did you put this project together? (Briefly outline the process you followed to complete the project.)

 c) What materials did you use to complete this project? (List them.)

 d) What resources did you use for this project? (Include people, books, magazines, internet sites, etc.)

 e) What grade do you think you deserve on this project? Make sure to give reasons why you think you deserve this grade.

 3. Informal Oral Presentation: You will choose ONE of your projects to present about. Include some of the answers to the questions above as well as giving pertinent facts or examples.
